Lucy lives in an RV in
Show Low, Arizona, which required major, costly
repairs to keep habitable. She could not then
afford sufficient propane for the winter.
Sometimes water froze inside at night. With our >
grant, she will have enough propane to stay warm this winter. Lucy
told us: “Thank you very much sirs and ma’am! | really appreciate all
of you guys and gals helping me with this assistance.... 'm sending
big virtual hugs to each and every one of you. You all are a great
blessing to me and my pooch. Again, thank you ... and I'll keep you
all in my prayers. Thank you for your service to our country!!!”
